Many of the stories are fleshed out and well written, including thetitle story. Valerin isleft at Lenin's grave
by his mother when he isfive, leading to life in an orphanage. There he meets Squid, a boy to whom he
opens up and trusts. When Valerin leaves the orphanage, he heads back to Lenin's grave where he sees Squid
asasoldier. Squid has turned to drugs and Valerin tries to reason with him, to no avail. However, there are
also stories that are cut short, leaving questions and a sense of incompl eteness. Such is the case with
"Through the Woods," in which Matthew buys marijuana to take to his grandmother's rest home to ease her
pain, with no consequence. Overall, though, the variety of characters, settings, and perspectives make thisa

This gripping collection of young adult short stories delivers a chilling portrayal of “those who struggle to
make their way” (to whom the book is dedicated). It is a subtle and sophisticated collection that requires
careful previewing for classroom appropriateness prior to being offered to students. With that proviso in
place, | highly recommend it.

The stories depict the lives of 10 teenagers who are directly or indirectly involved with drugs. Their vivid
lives and desperate situations are portrayed in simple language, but their experiences are as complex as they
are heartbreaking. Settings include locations in North America, Afghanistan, Russia, the Philippines,
Mongoliaand Bolivia.

In thefirst story we meet Matthew, a straight-A student who rolls and smokes a joint with his grandmother in
her nursing home to ease her physical pain. The following nine stories are equally full of thought-provoking
contexts and social issues. From the opium fields of Afghanistan to hardcore heroin addicts on the streets of
Moscow, we see the similarities of lives controlled and often destroyed by drugs. Crystal meth, ecstasy, glue
sniffing, child neglect, police corruption and rehab are just afew of the themes that may prompt discussions
about rich and poor, right and wrong, the war on drugs and whether the end justifies the means.
